2. Discussion of new budget for 2025/2026 school year
a.   Updated May 30, 2025
b. Kept all the categories, but renamed a few
c. Separated out Fees per Student and Classroom Consumables
d.  Health and Wellness – included lice screening, cost was quite high compared to the number of students identified through the screening program; not recommending to complete lice screening next year
e. Athletic Fund – request to roll remaining budget from this year into next year in order to purchase gaga pit mats and then roll remaining amount over
f. Parent Edcuation: Saleema Noon, alternates between years; budget reduced for 2025/26 school year
g.  Social Events: e.g. movie license ($600 for PAC use only), custodian fees. Removing movie license with goal to make these events more social, and find more engaging and profitable event. Increasing budget to host three different types of social events (e.g. game night, art night, family bingo night, dance party, musical experiences). Movie night brought primary students out, but not intermediate students
h. Pancake breakfast budget increased in case of unexpected financial needs
i. Community Charity Donation: formally called the Firefighters donation; wanted to allow for donations to other groups
